Okay…..so God’s Will is a deeply spiritual and vast topic to write about; especially if your walk with God has been a mere 4 years like mine has. Hence what I’m about to share is from my personal experience and understanding received from the Holy Spirit and God’s word. Here is what I’ve learnt and I pray and hope this will help those struggling to “find God’s will” or a new believer beginning to understand the real meaning of following Jesus.
1. God has a plan for your life Jeremiah 29:11 
Yes this is the infallible word of God and we must believe with all our heart, not just our mind that God has a plan for each of us. Earlier when I used to read this scripture it wouldn’t give me any assurance; however the more I read it the more I started believing. Faith comes by hearing and hearing the word of God (Rom 10:17). Worrying and chasing after needs and wants isn’t God’s will for us, it’s the opposite. His word states: He meets the desires of every Living creature (Psalm 145:16). It is not our job to try and fulfill our needs it is His and His word promises that He will do it. Our job is to love Him with all our heart, soul, mind, strength and seek after Him. 
After struggling three long years trying to meet my needs and fulfill my desires God brought me to a place of surrender to Him. Many of my greatest desires haven’t yet come to pass while other things I hadn’t struggled to achieve have. Why? 
The only answer I have is that those things I was willing to trust Him with, were met whereas other great desires and plans I clung to and didn’t surrender remained unfulfilled. But thanks be to God for teaching me the most valuable lesson - humility and surrender.   

I believe He knows best! It takes dying to trusting our mental capabilities and abilities. Only then can God do what He wants to do for us.

His will is to be the “all in all” in our lives. The sooner we accept this truth, the sooner the victory over ourselves and over Satan. Struggles reduce and our souls rest in Him. We experience God’s peace. Hallelujah!!

I will never forget you I have carved you on the palms of my hand…do not be afraid for I am with you.” Isa49: 15-16; 41: 10
I am with you night and day. I love you and I will never leave you. Yes, I understand your suffering, pain of rejection and loneliness. I suffered too. I was despised and rejected by others. You are not alone. Haven’t you read the scriptures?

[Jesus] He came unto his own and his own received him not. Jn1: 11

KEEP THE SWITCH OF FAITH TURNED ‘ON.’

Mk11: 24; Heb4: 14; 10: 23.

One cold winter night a home was immersed in total darkness. The people of the house were rushing to and fro searching for candles and torches, bumping against walls and cupboards and each other, yelling, screaming. One of them found the main electric switch was put off by mistake. When it was put ‘on,’ lighted flooded the whole house. What a sigh of relief! All they needed to do was to ‘Keep the Switch Turned ‘On’ for the electricity to flow.
Three is another switch called the ‘Switch of Faith’ which is often kept shut due to ignorance. The result is that the flow of blessings is stopped.

Kenneth Hagin prayed for a child with clubbed feet with the laying on of hands, with no apparent results visible on site. However, he advised the child’s parents to ‘Keep the Switch of Faith Turned On.’ The parents in turn, obeyed. They often began to thank God that His healing power ministered to their child’s feet was working to bring a healing, which manifested three days later. If they hadn’t done this the healing power of God released in the child would lie dormant. Their affirmation activated the power of God to bring healing.
Mk11: 24 “Therefore I say unto you: What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.”

Four powerful wonder working words: ‘I BELIEVE I RECEIVE.’ Believing taps God’s power. Affirming puts it into action.
We swallow our food and our digestive system goes into action producing energy that our body needs. It was created by God to work in that way.

We swallow God’s Word in our re-born spirit by meditation to produce ‘faith force’ to fulfill our temporal and spiritual needs. 

Use these four powerful key words to activate your faith daily quoting scripture to back them up, as you hear, read and pray the Word. Faith force will then be released to meet your needs. For example, you may say: 
‘I Believe I Receive my healing according to Isaiah53: 5 …by his stripes I am healed.’ 
‘I Believe I Receive financial blessings according to Malachi 3: 10, for I have sowed in tithes and offerings.

Believe with your heart and confess what you believe with your mouth even when it looks like you are not receiving. Say, ‘I Believe I Receive...’ And it shall be yours! Believing taps God’s power. Affirming puts it into action. Keep the Switch of Faith Turned ‘On.’

THE BLESSING

Many people feel God’s blessings are too good to be true. It is sometimes difficult to sometimes persuade them that God wants them blessed, healthy and prosperous.

God promised to bless Abraham and make him a blessing God promised to bless Abram and Sarai with a son. But they were very old. How would that ever be possible?-“The things that are impossible with man are possible with God.” Gen12; 2; Lk18: 27
God taught Abraham a powerful success principle – to imitate Him!         We read of Paul saying the same thing ‘Be imitators of God…’Eph5: 1
God made us in his likeness and image. He is our Father we need to imitate him. Abraham did it, we also should.

God does two things:  - He Calls Himself “I Am…” He Calls into existence those things which do not appear to exist as though they were already in existence Exo3: 14; Gen1: 2-3.
He helped Abraham to envision that he was the father of many nations when he had no sons in sight, not even one. How?               By changing his name from Abram [Exalted Father] to Abraham -Father of many [nations] and by changing Sarai’s name to Sarah – Princess, Mother of nations. Gen17: 5, 15. 
Words are actually images. Now it is obvious that both would call each other by their new names and ‘what you say is what you get,’ and ‘what you believe you receive.’ And what you believe, you are going to say! Mk11: 23-24; 2Cor4: 13. 
This also meant that they would call into existence what apparently did not exist. And they got exactly that... They got a son in their old age. This is what God taught Abraham to do and he teaches us to do the same – to imitate Him, so that we can get blessed. Rom4: 17-21; Ga3: 8-13.
For example, you could affirm even when it looks like you don‘t have what you are affirming. If you are feeling unable to cope with everyday stressors and challenges, talking positively to yourself can make a difference. It can counter hateful things you tell yourself. Remind yourself daily that you are a special, unique and worthwhile person.  Affirm in line with God’s Word with faith. For example:
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In order to enjoy God’s blessings we His children must imitate Him – Call ourselves what He calls us and Call those things into existence that do not appear to exist. As we continue to do this, we are in fact meditating and imitating Him. This establishes us as believers and from the abundance of the heart our mouth will speak and we will be blessed and fruitful in all areas of our lives. 

Advice for Marriage
It’s true!   A marriage can have only one head-- and that’s God!   He intends for His body to stand on equal footing in camaraderie, cooperation, and affection.  Equality doesn’t necessarily imply equality of function.  Whoever’s the best at a duty should do it!!   Being submissive to one another constitutes principles of agreement and symmetry.

'A good laugh helps your immune system fight off colds, flu and sinus problems by increasing the concentration of immunoglobulin A in your saliva. And it may help control pain by raising the levels of certain brain chemicals (endorphins). 
'It is also a natural stress reliever. Have you ever laughed so hard that you doubled over, fell off your chair? You cannot maintain muscle tension when you are laughing! 
'The good news is that you are allowed more than 15 laughs a day! Go ahead and double the dose and make it 30 times today. (You may begin to notice your relationships improving!) Then double it again! You are bound to feel better, you will cope with problems more effectively and people will enjoy being around you.
