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Surviving Rejection

We have all faced rejection in our lives. It can be the most painful experience yet with the Lord’s comfort and love we will be able to overcome and receive complete healing. 
My personal experience of rejection has been very painful especially after my divorce and consequently a very important relationship that did not go the way I desired it to. An editorial may not be the best place to share my testimony, but I’m taking the liberty (in Christ).  
Many of my relationships have brought rejection, pain and hurt in my life and have left me devastated and confused. But I know that without the Lord I would have not been able to overcome these trials.

I have learned three valuable points through God’s Word that has helped me overcome and I believe they could help anyone going through rejection today.

1. Find your anchor

2. Hold on to the anchor

3. Let the anchor hold you

Any born again believer suffering from rejection needs to take the First step of finding for himself / herself the anchor of life - the Lord. The Word of God in Matthew 7 tells us to Ask, Seek and Knock. This is the first step. In seeking the Lord we draw closer to Him and as we draw closer to Him Who is the Light, the darkness and the fact of the situation will begin to diminish; more importantly the truth about yourself will be revealed. The truth that you could have been the cause of pain (when you ventured into that situation) if your motive was against God’s will for your life or any truth that God’s Word throws light upon. So the first step is to ask that His will be done; seek His direction; knock on heaven’s door for the answer and believe you receive it according to His promise. 
The next step is to hold on to your anchor. Now Lord Jesus is God and He is also the Word of God John 1. It is during the darkest days of life we find that the only true source of light we have in this world is the Word because the Word is spirit and life. People fail us, our ability to defend and preserve ourselves is futile and the devil attacks us at our weakest moments. Hence the only enduring and everlasting foundation we have is God’s Word - the rock of our life. The choice is ours to leave or cleave to the Word. The Word is our weapon (sword) against Satan and it also is healing balm to our souls. The only thing that heals us is the Word and revelation we get from meditating on it.

The final step is to allow the Anchor to hold us. You need to stop squirming and getting your will in the way. Let the Lord hold you. Allow yourself to yield to His will so that He can fulfill the plans He has for you Jer29:11. Although yielding to His will is a time consuming and painful process, there is no other way to gain victory over trials in life. Giving up our strong will is scary since it makes us vulnerable and dependable. In His will there is no place for our flesh or self. It is only what He wills and plans for us, (which I pray we all get a revelation of) that is the best for us! 
I have touched only the surface of the process in surviving rejection, but I guarantee anyone facing rejection, will overcome if he or she follows this three-step approach. The life of a believer becomes fruitful for others and himself only when he obeys the Word of God. Your own ability cannot save you, only the Word of God and doing what the Word says will result in victory. All praise and glory belong to God alone.
Let the Lord have His way in your life everyday.

The Harvest Principle

No matter what you give you get more Job 42:10; Mt14; 21; Lk6: 36-38

We see this Principle at work in expanding God’s Kingdom. It was made effective in the death of Jesus. He said that His life sown would produce Kingdom harvest. Jn12: 23-24. Cornelius sowed prayers and almsgiving, and the "good news" spread to the Gentile world Acts 10.
The Principle works true in human relationships as well. Sow kindness into friendship, and it will reap friends Prov18: 24. It operates in education. Teachers learn more than their students. 


The principle works in the area of giving which is an act that requires faith knowing that God is good, and gives good gifts to His children. God teaches us the value of giving, by richly rewarding it, and this is how he transmits His character to us. Whatever we give will be given multiplied back to us in greater abundance. 


It is “The Harvest Principle," not the size of the seed that multiplies God’s Kingdom.
