PRECIOUS BLOOD
 “To those who in true holy reverence, [not mechanically] plead the Blood of the Lamb, there will be restoration of all that the locust, the cankerworm, caterpillar and palmerworm have eaten.”- Stanley H. Frodsham
“Astounding results can take place in your life once you have learned about the power of the Blood of Jesus and how to use it in coping with life’s difficult situations. The mighty weapon of spiritual warfare holds the secret to a life of miracles.” - H.A. Maxwell Whyte
Theology teaches that Jesus shed his Blood for the sins of the world and that is all. The danger lies in making this a historical fact rather than a present potent reality!
Rev12: 11 “And they overcame him [Satan] by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony.”
Many outstanding miracles have been reported all over the world when the Blood is honored and pled. That includes, healing, deliverance from demons, baptism in the Spirit, protection and so on. 

In this teaching we will examine two aspects: - Importance of the Blood; Pleading [application of] the Blood.
Why Is The Blood Of Jesus Important?

Peter describes it as “precious blood.” 1Pt1: 19
Through the blood of Jesus we are redeemed, forgiven, cleansed, justified, sanctified, protected and the devil is overcome. No remission without shedding of blood - God’s price for redeeming the whole human race. 
Eph1:7; Col1:14; 1Jn1: 7; Rom5: 9; Heb13: 12; Rev12: 11; Heb9: 22.

The Blood of Jesus breaks dividing walls. All nationalities can worship together. We are all one in Christ -- a blood-sprinkled church.Eph2: 13-14

The gift of the Holy Spirit was purchased by the outpoured Blood of the Lamb. When we honor the Blood, the Holy Spirit manifests his life on our behalf for he agrees with the Word of God and with the Blood of Jesus. Acts2: 32-33; 1Jn5: 8. 
The Blood of Jesus overcomes Satan and puts him to flight.

"And they overcame him [the devil] by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony..." They overcame even though this may have taken some time Rev12: 11
The word of testimony is saying what the Word says what the Blood does! "I believe in the blood! I testify to the prevailing, overcoming power of the Blood of Jesus. I proclaim its total victory!" 

God imparted his own life into the pure uncontaminated Bloodstream of Jesus. He says, “I am the Life.” When a Christian takes the precious Blood of Jesus on his tongue by faith, sings it, talks or pleads it, the devil flees because the Life of Jesus is in the Blood!  When God sees the Blood He does not see sin. He can see only the covering [atonement] – the Blood. 
Lev17: 11; Jn14: 6
The Blood speaks! The Blood cries out to God, “Sin is covered.’ ‘Penalty is paid!”– Gen4: 10; Heb12; 24
When the High Priest of the Old Testament sprinkled the blood at the mercy seat the Glory of God was seen and his voice heard. We the Royal Priesthood can witness the same as we enter the “heavenly places in Christ Jesus,’ through the offering of the ‘Blood of Jesus.’ God can only receive us and our thanksgiving on the ground of the Blood of his Son. There is no other way into God’s presence Heb10; 20-22
The Blood of Jesus gives us access without reproach to the Holy of Holies -- to our heavenly Father. Heb10; 19
To plead the Blood is to confess to God that we are depending wholly on his mercy. When we plead the Blood of Jesus at his mercy seat [throne], it immediately pleads for us, because the Blood Speaks! It speaks mercy from the mercy seat in heaven where Jesus is seated with his Father. “The Spirit answers the Blood.”

There is power in the name of Jesus because he shed his own blood, offered it to his Father who thereupon gave his power and authority to his Son. We need both the Name of Jesus and his precious Blood. As we honor the Blood the same power and authority become operative.  
Mt28: 18; Lk10; 19
Many outstanding miracles have been reported all over the world when the Blood is honored and pled. That includes, healing, deliverance from demons, baptism in the Spirit, protection and so on. However because the enemy is stubborn, victory does not always come quickly. Sometimes we need to battle in prayer using the Blood for weeks and months. But victory is assured Rev12: 9.
Satan can and does get through if the Blood-line is let down. How does this happen? - By disobedience. We must sprinkle the Blood of Jesus with faith and obedience. We must walk in the fear of the Lord. If we walk in sin or harbor un-confessed sin without repentance and at the same time plead the Blood it will not be effective. The Blood of Jesus does not cleanse if we remain in the dark. It is when we come out into the light confessing, repenting, forsaking our sins then we have mercy Prov28: 13; 1Jn1; 6-9; 
Rahab used the bloodline token [scarlet thread] that saved her family and herself. The Israelites sprinkled blood in Egypt and it brought deliverance. The High Priests of the Old Testament sprinkled blood and it brought forgiveness! Jesus sprinkled his own blood and purchased salvation for all mankind! We the New Testament sons of the High Priest Jesus may now sprinkle Blood for forgiveness, salvation, redemption, healing, protection and victory!
The sprinkling of blood must not be stopped. God’s command must be honored: “And ye shall observe this thing [sprinkling of blood] for an ordinance to thee and to thy sons forever.” We the New Testament Royal Priesthood must continue to sprinkle the Blood of Jesus by faith. Exo12: 24 
How Do We Plead the Blood?

In the Old Testament, the priest took a bunch of hyssop and dipped it into the blood of animals and then sprinkled it upon the lintels and doorposts of the houses of the Israelites.
The Israelites were commanded to sprinkle the blood of a slain lamb kept in the basin with a bunch of hyssop, on the lintel and side-posts of the front door. When the death angel came that night, and saw the blood on the door posts, he passed over the house. - If the blood was left in the basin, it was ineffective - merely blood shed. The blood had power to save when lifted from the basin and sprinkled! Exo12:22.
Christians sing about the power of the blood. But most believers do not understand its great value and benefits. In scripture the Blood is spoken of in two ways - Blood Shed and Blood Sprinkled! 

When Christ lifted the cup at the last Passover, He said, "...This cup is the new testament in my blood, which is shed for you". At communion time we do it in remembrance. We know only about the blood shed but do we know about the blood sprinkled? Lk22:20
This blood in Exo12 is a type of the blood of Christ. It is sprinkled on us! If Christ is Lord of your life, then your heart has been sprinkled by His blood. And this sprinkling is not for forgiveness only -but also for protection against all the destroying powers of Satan. When his forces see the blood of Christ on your door posts, they can’t touch you they must pass over you. 

God made a covenant agreement with Israel with the promise, "If you will obey My words, I will be your God and you will be My people." Moses read this law to the people, and they responded in the affirmative. He then sealed the covenant agreement by sprinkling blood on the book, twelve pillars of the temple [12 tribes] and people with the blood. They were now cleansed, sanctified, fit to be in God's presence. They ate and drank in the very presence of God. Exo24; Heb9:19
Today we are new covenant people with Christ Who sealed it by His own precious blood. When we sprinkle His precious blood over our souls we can go boldly without fear into God's presence to commune with Him with no sin condemning us. We are then free to talk with God.

The high priest sprinkled blood at the mercy-seat in the Holy of Holies once each year to make atonement, for people's sins, so they could be reconciled and commune again with God. 

Jesus, our Lord and High Priest not just once a year, but for all times, took His own blood into God's presence sprinkled it at the mercy-seat for remission, forgiveness of sins of all believers – final sprinkling! Heb9: 12-14
Jesus took His own blood into heaven for us! And it isn't reserved there simply as a memorial. It is to be sprinkled on all who come to Him by faith!
How Is the Blood of Jesus Sprinkled Upon the Heart?
1. By the Spirit of Christ who indwells us. He does this in response to our faith, when we truly believe what he did when he poured out his Blood for us at Calvary. 

2. When you hear Christ and His blood being exalted in an anointed Holy Ghost preaching you can know the blood is being sprinkled! 

How do you know if you have been sprinkled by the Blood?
If you walk in light allowing Holy Ghost to expose darkness in you 1Jn1: 7. 
If you plead / speak the Blood of Jesus when under the enemy’s attack.
If your conscience no longer condemns you
How do we plead the Blood?

We the New Testament people must take the blood of Jesus by faith and then sprinkle it with our tongues i.e. SPEAK IT before the Lord by repeating the word “BLOOD OF JESUS.” Jesus is our Passover lamb. In every situation where you sense you are under attack of Satan or needing special protection that is the time to plead the Blood. By doing this you are reminding God that you are trusting in his mercy; you are reminding Satan he cannot touch when you are under the Blood; you are reminding yourself of your confidence in Christ. Exo12: 13; 1Cor5: 7; 1Jn5: 18
Always be quick to plead the Blood when you realize you are in danger or under a demonic attack. When you find difficulties piling up against you or your family, just start pleading the Blood against the enemy and watch Satan’s plans dissipate. We should protect all we have by pleading the Blood on it. We should plead the Blood on ourselves, families, properties, pay packets, automobiles and so on, for the Blood speaks blessings and Satan flees when he hears you mention the Blood. However, there is one condition; walk in the fear of the Lord; walk in obedience.
What does God expect of you when you are sprinkled with the Blood? 

We are commanded to do two things when we have been sprinkled by the blood of Jesus:
1. Go in peace -- and doubt no more of what the Blood has done for you.
2. Praise God with a thankful heart, proclaiming victory in the Blood Isaiah61: 10
How often do you need to plead the Blood? 

They overcame him by the blood of the lamb Rev12: 11
This does not give us a picture of Christians sitting down doing nothing and expecting the victory of Christ. "They overcame" denotes that it took a process of time. They were pleading the blood. The blood always overcomes the enemy. It might take time but it always overcomes. As your revelation in the power of the blood increases, so will the authority of Christ available to you increase?
How often should we be filled with the Holy Spirit? Eph5: 15-20, 
How often should we study the word? Col 3:15-17, 
How often should we pray? 1 Tess 5:17 

Always and fervently!
Pleading the blood is a something we should do continuously and persistently. This is very important in spiritual warfare just as it is necessary in other areas. When we plead the blood of Jesus the blood contends and protects us from the powers of darkness. It speaks on our behalf. It speaks better things than Abel's blood that cried out for vengeance. Jesus blood speaks of our rights in Christ - forgiveness of sins, defeat of Satan etc. 
There is power, power, wonder working power in the precious Blood of the Lamb.
It's your blood that cleanses me. It's your blood that gives me life. It's your blood that took my place in redeeming sacrifice. It washes me whiter than the snow - My Jesus God's precious sacrifice!
