Many see others working miracles through the anointing and want to receive the same but with impure motives; one of them being to be seen by others and show off their importance. But are they aware that God can see through them? Certainly it is an excellent thing to be anointed and filled with the Holy Spirit and we certainly can if we want to walk in the fear of the Lord; have a hunger and thirst for the anointing so that God’s Kingdom Come and Will be Done in our lives; live holy lives with a commitment to serve the Lord; desire a close fellowship with the Holy Spirit; be obedient - then God will willingly anoint and fill us with his Spirit.

One thing is sure, that unless a person is richly anointed with the Holy Spirit and begins to overflow, he is unable to realize his full potential and his life is unfulfilled. The anointing is very precious and more important than anything else we desire. Those who have genuine supernatural experiences testifying what the Lord and his Word has done for them, will be able to stir others to act upon their faith thereby pleasing God. Without faith it is impossible to please God.
 Though the gifts and fruit of the Spirit are together important and necessary, bearing the fruit of the Spirit is more important. Sharing supernatural experiences should never be done for self- glory, satisfaction and importance. God has called us in humility to build the Body of Christ. Let us put God first in our lives, others next and finally ourselves. 
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
